Site Telephone Number: 
There is a cell phone number for your AYU camp from June 2-6, Monday through Friday from 7:30am until 5pm. 
Parents please use this number to notify AYU if your student will be absent or in case of emergency. The number 
will be posted on the AYU website on or after May 29: www.ceao.arizona.edu/child or you may call the 
registration number at 621-7724. 
Please note that a CEAO staff member will begin checking students in 15 minutes prior to the camp start time.

There is space in front of Flandrau where you can drop-off between and pick-up your children at 4:30pm, but keep in 
mind that this is simply for quick drop-offs and pick-ups.  This space should not be used for parking. There are 
metered parking spaces on Cherry Street. 
 
Astronomy Camp Attire: 
On Friday, June 6, there will be the night trip to Kitt Peak (WEATHER PERMITTING). Please bring a jacket for 
the night viewing since temperatures on top of the mountain are 15 to 20 degrees cooler than in Tucson. A box dinner 
and a bottle of water will be given to each camper. For the night trip, the bus will depart the Flandrau Science Center. 
at 4:45pm and return to Flandrau around 11pm. Parents/family members are encouraged to attend.  The cost is $35.00 
per person for a family member wishing to go. No children below grade 5 are allowed on this trip and a parent must 
accompany a child wishing to go. Please R.S.V.P. directly to your child’s instructor. Kitt Peak accepts personal 
checks, credit cards, and cash.  This is a first come first served basis. The night viewing program is an extra 
activity to the camp schedule.  Additional information for this activity will be given to the campers by their 
instructor during their camp week. 
 
Emergency Form:  
The emergency contact and information form must be received by Continuing Education and Academic Outreach 
(CEAO) PRIOR to your child attending the camp.  This form requests emergency contact information.  If you have 
misplaced this form, please call the Registration Line at 621-7724 and another form can be faxed or emailed to you 
or you may go to our web site and download it.

Student pick-up: 
Parents may pick up their students from the Flandrau Building at 4:30 pm.  A staff member will be with the students 
in front of the building and wait until all students have been picked up. You must check your camper out with the 
staff person.  Please remember to be prompt! 
If your child needs to wait for a parent, a note must be received from the parent stating that their 
child has permission to wait on his/her own, the name of the camp, and dates of the camp with your 
signature and phone number.
